GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
Arrangements are subject to price and availability changes prior to final booking. 
The following information will be required to confirm all aspects of your epicurean golf program. 
1. A letter of introduction from each member of the group’s home golf club stating handicap and good-standing status within the club or a 

copy of your official handicap card (some clubs have maximum handicap restrictions). 
2. Accurate information regarding who will play each day within the group, as once tee times are arranged and deposits paid, fees may be 

involved to change or cancel the original reservation. 
To secure the reservation and place the tour into operation you must forward 25% of the total cost per person at the time of booking. Deposit 
amounts will vary depending on the services you have requested. Once your deposit is received your group travel will be placed into operation. 
Deposits are used to secure golf, transport and accommodations and are therefore non-refundable. Final payment of the balance due on the tour 
must be received by CORK & TEE no less than 60 days before the scheduled tour commences. Until then, the total price of the tour is not fully 
guaranteed. Payment can be made by wire, personal check or by the following credit cards – Visa or MasterCard.  The balance is required 90 
days prior to travel. 
 
PRICING AND FOREIGN CURRENCY EXCHANGE FLUCTUATION 
 
Pricing for this proposal is in US dollars and was based on exchange rates as of May 23, 2008 (1 Euro= 1.61 US$; this is a mid-market rate – 
actual rate to purchase Euros is higher ).  As rates are subject to change, the final invoice amount will be based on exchange rates on the day of 
final invoicing.    
 
CANCELLATIONS     
 
Notification of cancellation must be forwarded to CORK & TEE in writing or by email as soon as possible.  
The following is a schedule of charges incurred by the client if for any reason the itinerary is cancelled: 
60+ days prior to departure: forfeiture of deposit. 
59 - 30 days prior to departure: 75% of the total land package will be charged. 
29 - 0 days prior to departure: 100% of the total land package will be charged. 
If CORK & TEE cancels the tour for any reason, a full refund (including deposit) will be made.
